1. TEAMS

competed. This team will play in the Lower League section. Each Country
District Association can select 1 team from the players who were members of
their Association last year and they will play in the Lower League section.

We can only accommodate a maximum of 8 Senior teams and 8 Lower
League teams. The Seniors and the Lower League Teams will have 2
Sections of 4 Teams. The winners of each section will play-off against each
other.

2. ENTRY FEE

Teams will not be charged an Entry Fee. The team entry fee of R 500-00 will
be paid by the sponsorship money. In addition, each team will be given an
additional R 750-00 to assist with accommodation / petrol expenses. The
R750-00 will only be given to teams who complete all their fixtures.

6. FORMAT OF MATCHES

We will play 7 games per fixture, using the following system :- 1 men’s singles,
1 women’s singles, 2 men’s doubles, 2 women’s doubles and 1 mixed
doubles. A team can comprise a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 6 men and
women, the only problem here is that in a 3 man, 3 women team, the singles
players cannot play the mixed.

7. SCORING

The rally points scoring system will be used. The first 2 sets will be to 21
points, with No setting at 20 all. Should a 3 set be required it will be to 11
points, change sides at 6 with NO setting at 10 all. This system is used in
order to try and save time.
